Course Description

Chemical Services is a one course that focuses on the theory of hair and scalp disorders, permanent waving, permanent texturizing, chemical relaxers, and hair composition.  Students also gain initial practical experience in sanitation, shampooing, hair shaping, and hairstyling.  Upon successful completion of this course, students are able to practice safety and sanitary precautions as they perform these chemical services.  

The Alabama Cosmetology licensing board sets up the guidelines for the course.
