You have chosen to take a Welding Technology course at Calhoun County Career Academy. This course requires high expectations of its students so that they may successfully master the course requirements.  Below are statements that explain the responsibilities and expectations of all students that choose to take the Welding Technology Elective Course.  Please read the statements carefully, and sign and date the contract in the appropriate spaces at the end of this document.  Please keep a copy of the contract for your own records and submit the original copy to the instructor by August 24, 2018.  This assignment will serve two functions: one, it will notify me that you have read and understand the appropriate course information, and two, it will serve to let me know that you intend to remain in this course.
1. I have read the course contract, syllabus, and associated handouts for the course, to understand the course requirements/expectations, including any equipment/fee due dates needed to complete my elective course. 
2. I am comfortable with the skills needed to succeed in the Welding Technology course such as performing basic math and literacy skills, basic algebra skills, working with technology and working as a team member to be College and/or Career Ready.
3. I understand that the Welding Technology class is considered a Simulated Workplace and operates/functions like an actual workplace using rules and regulations for the Welding field to ensure all students are Career Ready.
4. I will, maintain my attendance for this class. I understand that not attending class WILL be detrimental to my grade. I will be able to collaborate with the instructor by email, cell phone or other means to obtain assignments when I have an excused absence. I understand that I may email or text my instructor at any time relative to class material, explanations, or other class related matters. All excuses must be documented as per Calhoun County Code of Student Conduct. 
5. I understand that ANY computer with Internet access (classroom computers) can be used to complete coursework for the Welding Technology class and “home computers” being serviced will not be accepted as a reason for not completing coursework, tests, or assignments.  Therefore, I have a back-up plan if my computer malfunctions, so that I do not miss any assignment deadlines. The Welding Technology class is not a study hall to complete homework/assignments from other classes and it will not be allowed. 
6. I am a self-directed and self-motivated person who completes assignments on time.  In the event that I do not keep up with course assignments and activities. I understand that LATE WORK IS NOT ACCEPTABLE, and that any work not completed by the due date will receive a grade of zero. I further understand that once a due date has passed, the opportunity for turning assignments in will disappear. The only exception is a valid excuse as per Calhoun County Code of Student Conduct.
7. I understand that ALL student prerequisites must be completed in order to successfully pass a course. 

8. I understand that the grade I receive in this course will depend upon the amount of time I am willing to spend reading lesson material, working in the lab area, answering assignments, preparing for and taking exams, and participating in all class/lab activities.

9. I will refer to the “syllabus” and “course handouts” periodically to remain familiar with class expectations.

10. I agree to use language appropriate to an academic setting while attending the course and performing assignments.

11. I understand the concept of plagiarism, and acknowledge that engaging in plagiarism will result in a failing grade for the course.

12. I understand all course requirements, especially due dates, the late work policy, and assignments.

13. I have read and understand the Calhoun County Code of Student Conduct.
14. I have read and understand all Welding Technology class/lab rules, dress code, and supply list. 

15. I have read and understand the information packet given out concerning NCCER rules and regulations. I will abide by these rules and regulations while I am working in the classroom and the lab area.

16. I understand that as a student I have the opportunity to earn industry approved credentials and certifications, but these are only attainable by completing the required coursework, passing written exams with a 70% or better, and passing the required performance tests. All safety tests must be passed with 100% before students can work in the lab area, students not achieving 100% will need to meet with the instructor.

I understand that as a student I will come prepared for class and if I am not prepared for class the 1st  offense, student will be a verbal/written warning, the 2nd offense, student will a written notice and parents will be notified, 3rd offense, will be a parent/teacher conference with student in attendance.

I understand that violations of classroom/lab rules, attendance policy, dress code and removal/destruction of school property can lead to a written discipline notice, in school detention, expulsion, and possible dismissal from the Welding Technology class per Calhoun County Student Code of Conduct.
